It
goes on to say light from God is His word revealing Himself, and not only
making manifest the dangers here on earth, but acting as a lamp in showing
the true path (Ps 119:10h As natural light brings vigour and health to the
body, so the light of God gives cheerfulness and strength to the soul. Both
definitions reflect effectively the correlation of the Christian faith and light.

In the West, where
there is constant supply of electricity, many a time we do not fully understand
when people talk about pitch darkness. | remember during one of our family
trips to Ghana where electricity is not always available because of the
intermittent supply of power; one evening after a few days of dark nights, the
restoration of electricity brought unbelievable excitement especially to the
children. No more groping in darkness or waiting for a lamp or candle to get
about.

In much the same way our Father God who is light, has shone His light on us
through the coming of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ — the light of the
world, so we no longer have to grope in darkness spiritually or naturally. We
have the help of the Holy Spirit who makes things visible by awakening

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EQUIPPING THE SAINTS

A TEACHING ARTICLE BY PASTOR KINGSLEY BLAKE

Eph 412 ...the equipping of the saints for the work of ministry, for the edifying of
the body of Christ

Most of us see ministry as something that is done only in church, particularly on a
Sunday during service. This type of understanding has not only limited the
effectiveness of the majority of believers, but it has perhaps slowed down the
necessary advancement of the kingdom of God in the earth.

Sadly most of us have belittled our significance because we are ignorant of our true
call. We have most often looked up to those in the pulpit as the champions of the
church, particularly we see those who draw mass crowds as the epitome of what we
should become.

According to Eph 4:1112, the five-fold ministry has been given to the church by the
Lord Jesus Christ to equip the saints. It is not the Father’s intention that they are just
placed on a pedestal to be admired and esteemed above all others. Their role is to
train the rest of us on how to be able ministers wherever we find ourselves.

Our true call is to live as a son, to walk as a privileged child of God, in close
relationship and fellowship with the Father, so that the Lord Jesus can be revealed to
those around us. That call may be fulfilled from a pulpit for some, but for most of us,
that call is fulfilled in our day to day activities of being Holy Spirit led mums and dads,
a director of a company, a bank clerk, a home help or any other job in which we are
gainfully employed.

PROPERLY POSITIONED AND FULLY FURNISHED

Our opening scripture states that the Lord Jesus has plans to see a fully equipped
church developed. The New Testament was written in Greek and in verse 12of the
above scripture the King James uses the word ‘perfected’; this can be misunderstood
however, according to our modern understanding of the word perfect, the New King
James version uses the word ‘equipping’. The Greek word behind this had various
usages in classic Greek such as: for the setting of a bone, or the furnishing of a ship or
house. So it speaks of proper alignment and positioning, having everything necessary
and in place.

The five-fold ministry has been given to properly align each of us, to see us effectively
equipped or if we use the picture of a soldier, each of us must have all the necessary
tools, weapons and gear that positions us to be effective in any battle.

2 Tim 2:2- And the things that you have heard from me among many witnesses,
commit these to faithful men who will be able to teach others also.

Paul states that he wants the things he does and says to be not only patterned but to

be passed on to faithful men. That is for his method of doing things in the kingdom to
be passed on to dependable men who will pass the same on again.

1 Cor 4:1417 Paul expects his lifestyle to be patterned and duplicated.

1 Cor 11:42 The same again, Paul says to not only copy him, but pass on the traditions
which he had delivered to them.

This principle of passing on or succession or training has been effective in some areas
of modern church life such as in administration style and theology, but God has placed
so much more than that in the church which needs to be duplicated for each
succeeding generation.

When | was very young our school told us that we were about to start swimming
lessons. Wow! This stirred some real excitement in many of us. There were a couple of
us who took it upon ourselves to lay on the floor of the class room and begin to mimic
swimming movements that we had seen others do. Hoping that by the time our
lessons started we would be able to jump in and take off swimming, (oh the
foolishness in the heart of a child). Soooo......... the day came when swimming lessons
began, and the teacher asked for those who already knew how to swim to get in and
swim a width of the pool in demonstration. Of course | jumped in.... but | didn’t go
anywhere except down, my head occasionally appearing with mad panicked waving of
my arms.

Happily the teacher eventually reached in with a long pole with a hoop attached and
scooped me out. | climbed out embarrassed but grateful for my escape. Then, |
decided to submit to some real training...lol. The point I’'m making is that | presumed
that | knew what to do because | had seen it done by others, and it looked simple. Hey
| even taught myself on the classroom floor. (Parents wonder no more why your
children come home so messy).

You see text book learning is not necessarily training. | can show you all the parts of a
bike, and present the theory of balance and how to effectively ride a bicycle down the
road. But until it becomes hands on training, you are likely never going to ride a bike.

God has not left things to chance or pot luck, even though it feels like that’s how it is.
No! He has determined that the things of the kingdom should be passed on and
continue flowing from one generation to the next.

Unfortunately, believers have been struggling for years trying to ‘reinvent the wheel’ so
to speak, trying to figure out how to see healing flow, or how to hear God’s voice, or
how to function in the gifts. And each time we saw someone do these things we would
shove them onto a platform to be gazed at, instead of having them train us in how to
DO the work of the ministry. We don’t need people jumping into a swimming pool like
| did, putting themselves at unnecessary risk, when someone could take them aside and
train them safely and in the most effective way.
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JESUS THE GREAT TEACHER/TRAINER
This scripture basically could sum up Jesus’ attitude towards His disciples:
Jn 13:15 For | have given you an example, that you should do as | have done to you.

He fully patterned life for His disciples. The basic model of how we are to live as
children of God was fully established by The Master Himself.

Lk 8:1- Now it came to pass, afterward, that He went through every city and village,
preaching and bringing the glad tidings of the kingdom of God. And the twelve were
with Him.

Notice the twelve were with Him everywhere He went. Whether they were aware or
not, this was training.

Mk 3:1315- And He went up on the mountain and called to Him those He Himself
wanted. And they came to Him. Then He appointed twelve, that they might be with
Him and that He mighsend them out to preach, and to have power to heal
sicknesses and to cast out demons.

Notice in the above scriptures how Jesus made sure His disciples followed Him. He
called them that they might be with Him, and then sent them out to do what He had
been doing. He expected that what He did, they would do. In fact He expressed
disapproval if they concluded that they couldn’t do what He did: Mk 14:3242, Mk
9:14-29.

OLD TESTAMENT EXAEBL

Even under the Old Covenant God had demonstrated a pattern of training from one
person to another. Take a look at Moses and Joshua in Ex 24:13nd Num 27:1823.
The latter scripture, in particular, is remarkable, where we note in verse 21, Moses
placed on Joshua by the laying on of hands, honour, majesty or authority to stand as
he stood, to do as he did. Elijah and his protégé Elisha, 1 Kgs 19:21Note in both of
these instances that because these assistants followed closely, they were able to
duplicate if not surpass what their mentors did. But note the great man Samson, he
had no successor and his greatness died with him. This was true of most of the judges
and kings of Israel except for David who passed the mantle on to Solomon. Sadly
that’s why the history of Israel and Judah was so inconsistent.

Notice also the sons of the prophets, who seemed for a while to pass on and share the
same prophetic accuracy and sensitivity. Sadly after Elisha’s servant Gehazi messed up
he did not seem to have taken any others under his wing to follow closely. There’s
only one mention of Elisha working with one of the sons of the prophets, but after his
death we hear no more of the sons of the prophets.

As we look down through more recent history, we can see that many great men and
women of God shone brightly but with few exceptions for one reason or another, (i.e.
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those that follow sometimes feel inferior to those ‘with the anointing’), not many of
them had others who could ‘take up the mantle’ so to speak. Thank God for those
who have trained and enabled others to follow in their footsteps often duplicating the
same authority, power and walk with God.

WHY ARE WE MEANT TO BE EQUIPPED?

Eph 4:12 Xfor the equipping of the saint$or the work of ministry, for the edifying
of the body of Christ.

So what is the reason for all this equipping? It is so that we are able to do the work of
the ministry. As we stated at the beginning, too many people associate the word
ministry with a select few. But in the Father’s heart it is the ordinary believer who
should be doing the ministry. The enemy has done quite an effective job of convincing
the majority that they are unable to do much and so we are there to just ‘support’
ministry. Please don’t hear me wrong, | support and encourage support of men and
women who are effectively leading, teaching and bringing the gospel around the
world. But we must now shift in our understanding of where we fit in the ministry.

Only when the whole body rises to do the work of the ministry can there be effective
‘edification or building up of the body of Christ’.

Let us arise in prayer for those who seem to be at the forefront, so that they are real
equippers, real trainers for the rest of us. At the same time let us commit to God that

we will not relinquish our responsibilities of the ministry. We are the labourers sent

into the harvest. Let us stop saying ‘there are still four months to the harvest’ Jn 4:35

The Master says: 'Behold, | say to you, lift up your eyes and look at the fields, for they

THE KEY POINT IS THAT LIFE IS MINISTRY

Itis true we only have a tiny glimpse into the life of The Master before His baptism,
and so we can only rely on the data given subsequent to His baptism and of those who
followed after. The key thing they patterned is that life should be ministry, rather than
separating ‘our ministry’ from everything else we do. We need to realise that my
ability to change lives doesn’t have to be from a pulpit.

The work of The Lord is not just showing up at church, 1 Cor 15:58 Therefore, my
beloved brethren, be steadfast, immovable, always abounding in therk of the
Lord, knowing that your labour is not in vain in the Lord.

This is such a powerful and encouraging scripture, but have you ever asked yourself
“Am | doing the work of The Lord?” The work of The Lord should be something we are
constantly abounding in, or expanding in or being excessive in. The promises and
assurance of this scripture belong to those who are labouring in the kingdom, not
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serving their own ends. | pray God’s people everywhere begin to see His purpose and
not just our own.

Eph 416 - from whom the whole body, joined and knit together by what every joint
supplies, according to the effective working by which every part does its share,
causes growth of the body for the edifying of itself in love.

The above verse states again that ‘the whole body’ being connected by what ‘every’
joint supplies, according to which every part does its share...

Our part and our share is not just to be standing in faith for our needs to be met. As
important as that is, we must set our gaze beyond ourselves. The Lord has invested

everything so that we would rise up and become the witnesses He needs in this end
time.

THE TRAINING BEGINS

Through this new year we as a leadership team plan to invest in the development of
each believer to become competent in sharing the gospel, praying for the sick, being a
witness and being whatever the Lord wants us to be, wherever we find ourselves.

What we don’t yet know and what we can’t yet do, we shall do what is necessary to
make sure we learn and are trained in it.

Ram 8:19- For the earnest expectation of the creation eagerly waits for the
revealing of the sons of God.

This earth and the occupants in it are waiting for us to wake up, stand up and show
up.

We need to be careful that as the body of Christ we don’t fall to ‘ever learning never
coming to the knowledge of the truth’. What is taking us so long to be ready to be a
witness? What is the reason we cannot be ministers of the gospel now?

| pray that each of us set ourselves as ready students because Father has a world to
win over.

In order for us not to adopt a spirit of doubt we must learn to trust in Him
completely.

For example, if | was to tell you that | wanted you to jump out of a plane without a
parachute, you would probably think | was talking crazy. However if | told you that the
plane was on the ground, you probably would not think | was crazy after all.

| use this scenario because there are many a times where we cannot see beyond what
our natural eyes can see so we begin to doubt. However, God already has an answer
when we can see no way out of our situation.

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BE HEARERS AND DOERS OF THE WORD

Sis Barbara sharesa testimony;of forgiveness.

It was a Sunday midday service and Sister Marcia was preaching. She implored us
to submit ourselves to God, especially in light of the challenges that faced us. She
said that God had shown her five challenges that people in the congregation were
facing:

Those with a disturbance of their gastraestinal systems;

Those who felt they were like Jonah and simply going round in circles;
Those whose business was going ok, but their home life was not going well;
Those who had undergone a series of abortions;

Those who had failed to forgive the peopleo had wronged them.

When she mentioned the fifth category | felt a stirring in my spirit and began to
think about how | was treating my managers who had treated me really badly.

Often, we think we’ve forgiven the people who have wronged us, but then
something happens to open our eyes to see that we haven’t truly forgiven as the
Lord would have us do. Even though you say you have forgiven, at times there are
hidden resentments that are exposed only when you encounter the individuals
concerned or at the mention of their name or the sound of their voice. I've
learned that you can only truly forgive with God’s help.

I had prayed and thought | had fully forgiven my managers for what they did to
me. But after Sister Marcia had finished preaching | reflected on my behaviour
and | saw that | had been avoiding them for a very long time, even though I said |
had forgiven them. If | heard their voices before they saw me, | would turn and
walk in the other direction in order to avoid seeing them or to say anything to
them. The message really stirred me to change my ways.

One of my managers had been trying to get me to help with a problem within the
department and | was determined not to help. | used every conceivable excuse; in
my heart | was saying “Serves them right, why should | help them? They don’t
deserve help. Look at how they treated me.” And | managed to convince myself
that | was doing the right thing — but it wasn’t very Christian behaviour.

My manager needed my help with the paperwork of a client who was suing the
institution. At the time of the incident | had been one of the caregivers and the
co-ordinator for the area.

| showed no empathy towards them and felt pleased that they were being called

to account. After all, they were not nice people, but then, who was | to judge?
After the message | stopped using avoidance tactics and made time for my
manager to speak to me. She explained that the legal department was bringing a
lot of pressure to bear asking for a response to the multitude of documentation
with which they had been served. | decided to help. | prayed and asked for help
and guidance to enable me to do a good job.

| sat down with my manager to go through the papers, praying in tongues in my
heart during the session, seeking God’s help and direction. | helped her to identify
what the issues were and guided her as to how to approach the case.

The incident had taken place almost four years previously, but | remembered the
details and using the documentation | was able to point out certain facts that had
been missed. These proved that the institution was not negligent. She was very
impressed that | was able to do what | did and at the end of the session she
thanked me for my help. | know | won'’t get any credit for it, but that doesn’t
matter. The fact that | was obedient to God’s word is all that matters. Obedience
is better than sacrifice. | can now go about my business without trying to avoid
anyone.

The message challenged us to forgive those who have wronged us and to be
restored. We need to focus on our priority which is to eliminate confusion and see
ourselves as different and whole by leaning on Jesus. So | will boldly confess my
wrong and ask God’s forgiveness and | am whole, thanks be to God.

No matter where you’re at in life, don’t give up!

Don’t stay in
that disappointment. Transform your way of thinking by renewing your mind with
God’s Word, thinking positive thoughts and surrounding yourself with those who
will not attend any pity parties! (Rom 122, Phil 48)

Remind yourself of God’s Word. What does He say about you and your
circumstance? Whilst you’re waiting for something to materialise in the physical,
be thankful for what you already have and enter into God’s presence with
thanksgiving and praise (Ps 10%4-5). Remind yourself of all the other things that
God has been doing in your life.

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The one and living God, externally existent in three persons in unity: Father, Son and Holy Spirit.
Don’t be alarmed if you can’t understand everything about God...He simply asks us to believe in
Him. [Matt 28:19; 2 Cor 13:14]

The divine inspiration and authority of the Holy Scriptures. The Bible is a complete manual for living. It
shows that God deals with real people...remaining a Lord of mercy at all times. [2 Tim 3:16; 2 Pet 1:20-
21]

The inherent corruptness of man through the Fall; the necessity of repentance and regeneration by
grace and through faith alone, and the eternal separation from God of the finally impenitent. Every
part of human nature is deeply damaged by the Fall. We require the new spiritual birth which the Holy
Spirit gives. Any who refuse God’s command and offer of life will suffer everlasting separation from him
in hell. [Rom 3:23; Eph 2; Acts 20:21; 2 Cor 5:17; Rev 20:11-15]

The virgin birth, sinless life, atoning death, triumphant resurrection, ascension and abiding
intercession of our Lord Jesus Christ. His second coming and millennial reign upon earth. God’s
eternal Son was born to a virgin, from whom He received his humanity. Fully human, He was without
sin, having been conceived by the Holy Spirit. He bore in His death the penalty of all others’ sin. After
the Father raised Him from death He returned in triumph to heaven where He represents his

people. He will come again to rule over the earth for a thousand years. Jesus did all this for you. Just
consider for a moment, how much He must love you. [Matt 1:18-25; Heb 2:9; 1 Pet 2:21-24; Acts 2:29-
32]

Justification and sanctification of the believer through the finished work of Christ, and the
resurrection of the believer in an incorruptible body. Imagine you were guilty, expecting to be
condemned, but the One who was wronged says — “you are no longer guilty, but forgiven...and accepted
into the family”. [Rom 3:21-24; 2 Cor 3:17-18; Eph 4:23-24]

The ordinances of baptism by Immersion, and of the Lord’s Supper. Jesus commanded that new
believers be plunged in water to symbolise our sharing in the benefits of His saving work. His death and
resurrection are the permanent basis of Christian life. Therefore He also ordained that the church
should meet to remember Him by eating bread and drinking wine as symbols of His body and blood.
[Matt 28:19; 1 Cor 11:23-26; Rom 6:3-14]

The security of the believer as he abides in Christ. God is faithful and gracious to His people, earnestly
desiring and providing for our salvation. It is possible, however, for a Christian to forfeit salvation by a
wilful failure to continue in faith and obedience. [1 Cor 10:12; 1 Tim 1:19; Heb 3:12]

The Baptism of the Holy Spirit for believers, with signs following. [Acts 2; Acts 10:44-48; Acts 19:1-6]

The Nine Gifts of the Holy Spirit for the edification, exhortation and comfort of the church, which is
the Body of Christ. God does not leave us alone; He knows we need encouraging and when this
happens, God can dynamically work in a situation by using the gifts he has given. [1 Cor 12:4-11; 1 Cor
13:9-12]

Church Government by Apostles, Prophets, Evangelists, Pastors, Teachers, Elders and Deacons. God
has ‘gifted’ people in the church to lead it. God’s gift in them is recognised, nurtured, tested and they
may be ‘set’ into their place of ministry (serving). [Eph 4:11; 1 Tim 3:1-13; Titus 1:5-11]

The privilege and responsibility of bringing tithes and offerings to the Lord. God has given us
everything; life, health and strength —and even our finances. If we are obedient in this aspect He has
promised to bless us far more. [Mal 3:10-12].

The Junior Church & Sunday School is not about individuals, it is about instilling something
precious into the lives of the children, and every adult can contribute in as much as they
know prayer and Christ...

Faith lounge caters specifically for the 17-25 year olds.

In a relaxed atmosphere, we explore biblical truths, develop social networks and ‘chill’ in his presence. Contemporary
issues are discussed with the aim of promoting a balanced generation for christ.

DISCIPLESHIP CLASSES

1 Pet 2:2...as newborn babes, desire the pure milk of the Word, that you may grow thereby...

These classes, levels 1-4, are for new and matured christians and those who may require a refresher course. Each level
runs for a minimum of 5 months and the teachings are on basic and advanced christian principles. There is an exam at
the end of each course and all students who achieve the required pass mark will be issued with a certificate.

CELL GROUPS

These bible study/discussion groups are held every week, one on Wednesday and six on a Friday. All believers are
encouraged to attend whichever group is nearest to where they live.

Spiritual growth is a process and these groups are an excellent follow up to the teachings at the discipleship
classes/Sunday services.
